PSALM 37:25-28

| AM OLD NOW; | HAVE LIVED
A LONG TIME, BUT | HAVE
NEVER SEEN GOOD PEOPLE
ABANDONED BY THE LORD
OR THEIR CHILDREN
BEGGING FOR FOOD. AT ALL
TIMES THEY GIVE FREELY
AND LEND TO OTHERS, AND
THEIR CHILDREN ARE A
BLESSING. TURN FROM EVIL
AND DO GOOD, AND YOUR
DESCENDANTS WILL ALWAYS
LIVE IN THE LAND; FOR THE
LORD LOVES WHAT IS RIGHT
AND DOES NOT ABANDON
HIS FAITHFUL PEOPLE.

The Psalmist took the
words right out of my
mouth, although | do not
consider myself very old.
The census bureau, has
for many years, separated
‘senior citizens’ into three
groups, the young old [65-
74], the middle old [75-84],
and the old old [85+], for
statistical purposes. The
fastest growing group in
the nation are the old old
and there are more people
reaching a 100 than ever
before. However, at the
same time we often do see

good people more and
more in poverty and their
children as well [thru no
fault of their own]: 1 in 5
children in poverty in this
nation, much more than
that in certain parts of our
area: Monessen, New
Kensington, and Jeannette,
for example.

Time Magazine recently
published a ‘Special Money
Issue’ looking at spending
in this country and the
result is very interesting.

Our monthly spending
[average] reveals the
following:  19% for health

care [including drugs], 18%
for housing, 8% for food,
7% for gas and car, 4% for
restaurant meals, less than
1% for tobacco, and less
than %% for our pets.
Where does charity fit in?
It does not even compute?
Obviously there are
charitable people in this
nation or this church and
others like it would not
exist, and obviously there
are other organizations
[such as libraries, Salvation
Army, Red Cross, etc.] that
receive contributions or
they would not exist.

However, one does not
need to read the tea
leaves to see the trends in
this nation. Things that
were once considered
luxury items are now
considered necessary
items: cell phone, cable
TV, and computer/internet
services—all of which |
have! The article states:
“is this a permanent shift:
it has to be. The supply of
credit that fueled years of
consumption disappeared
during the financial crisis.
Aging baby boomers will
have to devote more of
their cash to health care
services, which already
absorb 16% of our budgets
[plus 3% for drugs]. And
real estate is unlikely to
produce the boost in
wealth it once did.” As |
write this there are daily
riots in Greece because
they are already broke and
become a debtor nation—
years of excesses have
rendered them that way. [l
am not even talking about
the ‘occupy wall street’
marches in this country—
who know where will they
lead, too soon to tell.]

Moving to the rest of the
Psalm 37, two other concerns are
noted, our own satisfaction and
blessing, and the hope for our
children.  The article goes on to
suggest that ‘we are less sure our
children will achieve the American
dream—29% up from 20% 3
years ago, which is quite a jump.
As the article suggests, ‘we are
entering what can only be called a
new era of volatility’  Our Lord
Jesus was correct when he said:
‘in the world there is tribulation,
but with me is peace...[John
16:33] When you mortgage your
future you have nothing to give to
the next generation!

Finally, what does it mean
to be truly blessed, and happy in
this post-Christian, secular world
in which we live? The answer,
$75,000 a vyear in salary or
earnings!! The article suggests
that money can happiness, but

November is National Lung Cancer
Awareness Month

What is Lung Cancer?

Lung cancer is a malignant
tumor in the lungs. This means
that the abnormal cells of the
tumor grow without order or
control. They destroy the healthy
lung tissue around them.

Although some progress has
been made in the treatment of lung
cancer, it is still the most common
cause of cancer death. In 2010,
more than 222,000 new cases
were expected to be diagnosed
and about 157,000 Americans
were expected to die from
lung cancer.

People with lung cancer face
physical and emotional challenges.
If you or someone you love has
lung cancer, there are steps to
take to help cope with the lifestyle
changes this disease and its
treatment brings.

There are two major types of
lung cancer: small cell lung cancer
and non-small cell lung cancer.
Non-small cell lung cancer is the
more common. It makes up about
80 percent of lung cancer cases.
This type of cancer usually grows
and spreads to other parts of the
body more slowly than small cell
lung cancer does.

Why is Lung Cancer so
Serious?

One reason lung cancer is
such a killer is that it is hard to
detect in its early stages. It may
take years for the lung cancer to
grow, and early on there are
usually no symptoms. By the time
the patient starts to notice
symptoms, the cancer is often
advanced.

Researchers are working hard
to develop tests that can detect
lung cancer in its early stages,
when it can be treated more
successfully. Researchers are
also seeking new treatments to

increase the survival time and
even cure lung cancer.

What Causes Lung Cancer?

Smoking is the number one
cause of lung cancer. It causes
about 87 percent of lung cancer
cases. Tobacco smoke contains
many chemicals that are known to
cause cancer. And smokers are
not the only ones affected.
Nonsmokers can breathe in
secondhand smoke and get lung
cancer or other illnesses.

Radon exposure is the second
leading cause of lung cancer.
Radon is a colorless, odorless
radioactive gas that occurs
naturally in soil. It comes up
through the soil and enters
buildings through small gaps and
cracks. One out of every 15
homes in the U.S. has a radon
problem.

Industrial exposures pose a lung
cancer risk. Working with certain

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Council Briefs — September 9, 2010

Pastor Heitzenroder opened the meeting with
devotions

Secretary -Minutes read and approved.

Treasurer - Year-to-Date receipts in the Gen-
eral Operating Fund totaled $94,549. This is
down $9,872 from last year when August year-
to-date receipts totaled $104,421. Year-to-Date
expenses in the General Operating Fund to-
taled $77,168.

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The following pages contain the proposed 2012 Operating Budget Forecast for Salem Evangelical
Lutheran Church. The 2011 September Y-T-D receipts, forecasted receipts for the remaining

three months of the year, the total forecasted expenses for the year, and the 2011 Budget are
shown forcomparison purposes.

The 2012 Operating Budget has been prepared by the Finance Committee and was approved by

Council.

The planned expenses for 2012 are $171,272.

This represents a 7.4% (or $11,806) increase over actual 2010 expenses. Most of the difference is
due to increases in Personnel expense of $7,300 and increases in Administration of $2,600. The
balance of the increase of $1,906 is spread among the committees to support other rising costs.

To support these projected expenses, the Finance Committee evaluated the level of receipts over the
past 2 years. We took into consideration several factors, including; attendance and giving trends,
membership, general economic situation, and the obvious absence of a full time pastor during much

of 2011.

Therefore, receipts for 2012 have been projected at $159,265.

This level is essentially the same as 2010, but is 6.2% ($9,233 or $177 per week) higher than what we
anticipate for 2011. Further, in conjunction with the hope of achieving this increase, and in order to
ensure that we are able to meet our obligations, the plan for 2012 will require an additional $12,007
that will be funded from our reserves. This combination of the optimism of higher receipts and the
funding from our reserves will balance the budget for 2012.

The Benevolence budget will be $13,000 for 2012.

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Apple Peanut Butter Cookies Recipe

1/2 cup shortening

1/2 cup chunky peanut butter
1/2 cup sugar

1/2 cup packed brown sugar

1 egg
1/2 teaspoon vanilla extract

In a large bowl, cream the shortening, peanut butter and sugars until light
and fluffy. Beat in egg and vanilla. Combine the dry ingredients; gradually
add to creamed mixture and mix well. Stir in apple.

Drop by rounded tablespoonfuls 2 in. apart onto greased baking sheets.
Bake at 375° for 10-12 minutes or until golden brown. Cool for 5 minutes
before removing to wire racks. Yield: about 2-1/2 dozen.
